use same dose frequency as ordered � q 8 HR     � q 6 HR     � q 4 HR

� PRN Order

4. If patient intolerant to albuterol (baseline HR >140 bpm or increases 20 BPM above baseline)

switch back to Levalbuterol at every 6 hours frequency.
