HMC Levalbuterol to albuterol automatic interchange

1. Levalbuterol Dose Substitute Albuterol Dose

� 0.63 mg 1.25 mg

� 1.25 mg 2.5 mg

2. Levalbuterol Frequency Substitute Albuterol Frequency

� q 8 HR q 6 HR � PRN order

� q 6 HR q 4 HR

� q 4 HR q 4 HR

� q 2 HR q 2 HR

� q 1 HR q 1 HR

3. Levalbuterol + Ipratropium Substitute Albuterol + Ipratropium (Duoneb)

� 0.63 mg + 0.5 mg Duoneb (2.5 mg/0.5 mg) UD amp 3 ml

� 1.25 mg + 0.5 mg Duoneb (2.5 mg/0.5 mg) UD amp 3 ml

use same dose frequency as ordered � q 8 HR          � q 6 HR          � q 4 HR

� PRN Order

4. If patient intolerant to albuterol (baseline HR >140 bpm or increases 20 BPM above baseline)

switch back to Levalbuterol at every 6 hour frequency
